The History of the Kiritap Wetland National Trust and "the rivers of the wetland" .

The Kiritap Wetlands make up the third largest wetland area in J apan, with an
area of roughly 3,100 hectares along the coast. This magnificent view, often called “The Wetlands of
Flowers,” is renowned for its beauty. The core area of land was designated as a National Natural
Monument due to the presence of peat-forming plant ecosystems. Since then, it has been recognized for its
value as a site for academic research.

In 1993, the Kiritap Wetlands were designated as a site of international importance by the Ramsar
Convention because of their importance as a habitat for numerous species, especially waterfowl. In 2001, it
was selected as a Hokkaido Heritage Site.

In order to properly conserve the wetlands, a serious problem must be addressed. The Kiritap Wetlands
are surrounded by 1,200 hectares of privately owned property that is threatened by development.
Conserving this area is crucial to preserving the wetlands.

In 1986, the Kiritap Wetland Fan Club was founded as a volunteer organization and began its wetland
conservation activity by leasing private properties. This practice was done for 14 years. In time it became
clear that in order to ensure the conservation of the Kiritap Wetlands, it was essential to purchase privately
owned properties around the wetlands and conserve the land as public property. In January 2000, we
established the Kiritap Wetland Trust, a non profit organization, to initiate a National Trust movement to
purchase privately owned property around the Kiritap Wetlands by raising funs from all over the country.

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Through research of environmental parameters, we attempt to
restore or rehabilitate wetland ecosystems and the landscape.
